I was not
surprised to find that the Moons, Staples, Haynes,
Weavers, Leverettes, Paces and Stricklands and others
were in this country long before the Revolution. I
have no children to pass this information down to, but
I have received a very important amenity. I have been
in contact with relatives that I know now, some I had
known many years ago, some I had only heard of, and
some that I had never known.

I submit these unfinished records in the hope
that someone in the future will use this material as
a foundation to a more complete and concise history of
these families. I am sure that I made some errors.
Some are my fault and some may be caused by the source
of material.

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INTRODUCTION
MOON

Stephen Moon was born circa 1650 in New Kent County,
virginia, and died January 29, 1713. Stephen had two children
whose births were recorded in the St. Peter's Parish Church
Register: Peter and Stephen Jr.

Stephen Moon Jr. married Phillis ? . They were the
parents of eight children whose births were recorded in the
Parish Register. Two of their sons were: Jacob, born

8/3/1717 and William born 4/20/1720.

Jacob and William purchased land and settled on the
Hardware River in Albemarle County, Virginia, about 1740.
William remained in Albemarle County and was the progenitor of
a large family. Jacob sold out in 1777 and moved to Bedford
County, Virginia. Among other children, Jacob had a son named
William (to identify this William, I will refer to him as 0ld
William). ©01d william and his father, Jacob, sold out in
1785 and moved to Wilkes County, Georgia. Wilkes County was
an original county and was later divided to form parts of
Elbert, Oglethorpe, and Lincoln Counties.

0ld William left a will that was put on record in Elbert
County, February 2, 1811. Two of his sons, Jacob and Jesse,
had previously died. Jesse had died in Jackson County in
1808. Undated returns in Jackson County twenty or more years
later indicate that three daughters of Jesse received a legacy
from his estate. There is no record yet of where Jaccb lived
or exactly when he died. A study of the returns from old
William's estate sheds light upon the question as to who was
the father of the other orphaned grandchildren of 01d William.

The last chapter in this book is about the East-Central
Alabama descendants of one of these orphaned grandchildren,
Young Allen Moon.

Young Allen died 28 April 1887, Sarah died 12 May 1903.
When Young Allen's mother died ca. 1811, his brother
William Moon, oldest son of Jacob Moon assumed the
guardianship of Young Allen and received $17,62; as the
amount that a minor orphan grandchild recelved from the
estate of Cld #illliam Moon. .

Stephen Moon owned 70 acres in lew Kent County in 1704. (The Cuit Rents of
Virginia, Smith). On Dec. 23, 1714 Stephen vas grented 178 acres it New
Kent Co., St. Peter's Parish, adj. James Moss, Edward Aslinre, and George
Poindexter on Toneyhalin Swamp. (Patent Book 10, p. 227). These records
may refer to Stephen Sr. or Stephen Jr. We know Stephen Sr. was in Yew Fent
as early as 1683, because the birth of his son Feter was recorded in S5t.

Peter's parish register.

Stephen Moon Sr. died Jan. 29, 1713, says Corirne P. Mehrirger of Chicago.

In her typewritten genealogy dated 1955 she attributed her Moon date to Mrs.
Ruby Geupal, who had read the St. Peter's vestry book and register, I dién't
find this record in the book I read at the Texas State Library: The Perish
Register of Saint Feter's, New Kent County, Va. from 1680 to 1787, pub. by
the National Society of Colonial Dames in 1904, But there's snother trans-
cription of St. Peter's records entitled Vestry Book end Register of Saint
Feter's, New Kent and James City Counties 168{-1786, pub. in Richmond in
1837. Apparently it contains records that aren't in the book I read,

In 1689 the vestry of St. Peter's Ferish appointed zer to recark the rroperty
lines of some New Kent landowners in complisnce with the practice of remark-

ing the lines every four years. Stephen Moon and Joserh Moon were two of the
landowners named. (The Vestry Book of St. Feter's tarish, pp. 17-18)

In 1721 Phillis Moorn petiticned the vestry to exexnpt her son John from paving
the perish levy during his infirmity becsuse he was "troubled with cenvultions,
fitts and much burnt.” Petitlon grented. (Vestry Sook, p. 157). John's af-
fliction seems to have been per—anent; as late as 1747 the vestry was still
paying Fhillis an annual sum for "keepirng her son John." {their way of sup-

porting needy rarishioners)

Stephen Sr.'s father may have been one of the Moons whose names acpeer on the

1704 rent roll of New Kent County: 3X&r¥en)y Thomes, Edward, John. John may

have been the John Moon who immigrested in 1649, destined for York Co. It was
2 it lew Kent.

Querterly, Vol. 9, p. 366) At ihat time Jacob was living at Bremo plantation
in Fluvannz Co., where he was overseer for the owner, richsrd Cocke of Surry

Co.

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Saint Poter's Parish Chuyrcn - one of
the oldest and mest historical <—nurthes in

America. its construction was bejun in 1701,

and by 1702 the church was in use for Qivine
service. By 1740, its imposing stump tower
was added, Saint Peter's Parish, from which
the church through the years has received

its name, was established on the twenty-ninth

of April 1678 when it was carved out of
Blisland Parish.

In present day Virginia, about fifty

churches of colonial origin still stand. The

surviving seventeenth century ecclesiastical
edifices include the tower of the 1639-44
Jamestown church as well as three churches.
Saint Peter's Parish Church is the next
oldest, and architecturally represents the
transition in Virginia from late Gothic to
Classical, its construction being ordered
by the Vestry as the eighteenth century was
beginning, on the thirteenth of Aucust 1700.

Located amidst lovely forests, this
church is known for its association with
Martha Dandridge during her early life. It
vas within the parish, although authorities
.iffer as to the precise location, that as
the widow of Col. Daniel Parke Custis, she
was taken in marriage by George Wasnington
on the sixth of January 1759, Thus, the
General Assembly of the Commonwealth of
Virginia has designated the parish church

as "The First Church of the First First Lady."

Listed on the National Register of Historic
Places, St. Peter‘s is, as well, a Virginia
Historic Landmark,

The most remarkable features of the
church are the marble wali--onuments (one
signed and dated 1737, Bristol, England;
and the other sacred to the memory of The
Reverend David Mossom, Rector of the
parish (1727-1767); the restored three-
decker pulpit and reproductions of 17th
century furnishings; a chest dated 1693;
and 3 1715 "Vinegar" Bible. In addition,
the parish stil] possesses its Vestry
Book (1684-1758) and Register (1685-1786)
of the period when plans were made and
recorded for the construction of this
“new brick church.” These were invaluable
as guides for the restoration of the
interior in 1964.

Today, Saint Peter's Parish Church is
the otdest standing ecclesiastical edifice
in the Eptscopal Diocese of Virginia, and
serves a congregation of over two hundred
persons. Divine Service is read every
Lord’s Day and on Holidays. And a full
life of Christian education, fellowship
and service involves a very vital and
active Episcopal parish which welcomes
visitors from everywhere into its worship
and activities.

Located approximately half way between
Virginia's colonial and contemporary capito
¢ities, St. Peter's Parish Church is a
thirty-five minute drive from Williamsburg,
and is thirty minutes from Richmond by
automobile.
